Show Requirements

¢ All items must be made by the
artist or feature the artist’s
original work.

¢ No imported items, items pur-
chased for resale, collectibles,
party-plan items, or raffle tick-
ets may be displayed or sold.

¢ Artists must be in attendance
for the duration of the show.

¢ Artists are responsible for all
sales of their work.

¢ Artists retain all of the pro-
ceeds of their sales. Ptarmigan
Arts collects no commission on
show sales.

¢ A space of your own! Only one
artist/business is permitted to
“pop up” with their work per
weekend.

¢ Shows are scheduled on a first-
come/first-served basis.
